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COMMANDER’S LOG 
Ukraine.  The invasion of the country by the Russians is a top story in the news.  They appeared to think that this would be any easy effort and the country would quickly surrender.  After weeks of fighting, the Russian forces have not been able to accomplish their apparent goals of capturing Kyiv and replacing the Ukrainian government.  The under equipped Ukrainian fighters have inflicted heavy losses of personnel and equipment on the Russians.  Meanwhile, the Russians have inflicted heavy losses using nighttime air and missile attacks and artillery barrages on the Ukrainian cities including those far from the front.  By now, about ten percent of the Ukraine population, mostly women and children, have fled the country to safety in Poland and adjacent countries.  
How does this affect us?  The U.S. is providing over a billion dollars of military aid and arms to the Ukrainians drawing down supplies here and in Europe.  Thousands of soldiers have been deployed to our allies in Eastern Europe and the Baltic States.  President Biden has authorized 100,000 of the refugees to come to the U.S.  Because Russia is one of the largest oil exporters in the world, the boycott of Russian oil has driven the world prices to near record levels.  Other impact may yet be seen.
The credibility of U.S. promises is on the line.  Allowing Russia to conquer Ukraine can lead to them attacking and trying to conquest other former Soviet states including the Balkans and other Eastern European countries that were part of the Soviet Block.  China might feel that it can attack and take over Taiwan and other neighbors.  These adventurist moves could lead to the U.S. returning to combat even to World War III.  This current fighting could lead to severe impacts to us all.  
  THIS MONTH’S EVENTS 
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This month’s speaker will be Representative Christine Chandler.  Representative Chandler is a long-time resident of Los Alamos County who is serving in the New Mexico House of Representatives, District 43 (Los Alamos, Rio Arriba, Sandoval and Santa Fe).   Her legislative committee assignments include House Taxation & Revenue and Judiciary.
Prior to her election to the New Mexico House, Rep. Chandler had been a two term Los Alamos County Councilor and has worked on numerous local civic boards and commissions.  Before her retirement, she was a Los Alamos National Laboratory lawyer and group leader, having managed the Litigation Group in Office of Laboratory Counsel.   Rep. Chandler has law degrees from Boston College and Georgetown University Law Schools.
Representative Chandler will give an overview of the 2022 legislative sessions.  She will highlight the major pieces of legislation that prevailed in both chambers as well as some that didn’t.  Rep. Chandler will offer personal observations about working with the current administration as well as House/Senate dynamics. 

MEETING DETAILS

This month’s meeting will be on Tuesday April 19th.  Because of the ongoing COVID situation, the meeting will again be a Zoom session.  It will start at 7:00 pm.  Zoom details will be in the reminder email.
LAST MONTH: SPEAKER         
Last month, LAPD Detective Michael Weiss presented Frauds and Scams.  These crimes are prevalent in Los Alamos County.  Fraud is defined in the state code as taking money by fraudulent means.  The code defines three categories of fraud.  If the amount is less than $250, it is a petty misdemeanor.  If the amount is at least $250 and not more than $20,000, it is a 3rd degree felony.  More than $20,000 makes it a 2nd degree felony.

He then listed a number of popular frauds that one might encounter.  The most common fraud is a call supposedly from the Social Security Administration.  The never call you; they always make contact by mail.  So never give your Social Security number out over the telephone.

Another common fraud is a call from a loved one supposedly as a hostage or in a foreign jail.  However, he is not aware of these calls happening in New Mexico.   Other similar telephone frauds include outstanding arrest warrants, fraudulent technical support, and winning sweepstakes but taxes on the winning must be paid.  Online frauds include invoices for items that you did not order.  Usually, the caller request payment via purchasing gift cards.  The government never asks for gift cards.
If you get one of these calls, ask questions.  Request their telephone number and say you will call them back.  Don’t share any personal information or account numbers.  If it sounds too good to be true, it isn’t true.  Use security tools on your computers, telephones, and other electronic devices.
If you become a victim, contact your bank and credit card companies and freeze your accounts.  Lock all accounts and request a free credit check.  Report the fraud to the police.  Take good notes and save all numbers, emails, names, etc.  Stop interacting with the scammers.
What can law enforcement do?  They can issue search warrants, conduct interviews, and do other investigating.  They may be able to track the call back to its origin.  They also work with the FBI and other federal agencies and have international contacts.  He mentioned one case that they are working with the Singapore police.  They also work with banks and other financial institutions to try to keep the fraud from happening by questioning frequent or large withdrawals.

 Where can you report a fraud or scam attempt.  Consumer.ftc.gov has articles on frauds and a place to report frauds and identity theft.  IC3, the Internet Crime Complaint Center is an FBI center that covers frauds.  Econsumer.gov is another place to file complaints.  USA.gov has reports on scams and frauds.  Of course, report any frauds to your local police department. 
Using VOIP for calls makes it easy to present fake telephone numbers to your caller identification.
In the questions session, Robert Hull presented an instance where he checked into a hotel and paid for his room and the rooms of other family members in the party.  When he got to his room, he received a call saying it was the desk and they had problems with his credit card.  They requested he repeat his credit card number over the telephone so that they could rerun it.  He realized it was a problem and did not give out hi number.  Other members of his party got similar calls, but since they didn’t pay for the rooms, they did not have the card number.  Apparently when checking in, a scammer overheard the room numbers and tried to get the credit card information to misuse it.

(“Strengthening” Chapter Programs is a more measurable term than just improving a program, and also emphasizes the importance of what Chapters should strive for rather than just having “fill the square” programs: this is absolutely essential to positive Chapter recruitment). 
F. Strategic Goal 6 (SG-6). Recognize Companion, [Chapter, and Community Excellence. (Expands the goal to include recognizing not only Companions but also excellence at the Chapter and Community Levels, something that all Chapters need to do).
